How to Disable Pop-Up Blocker: Chrome

1. Open your Chrome browser

2. In the upper right-hand corner, click the three vertical dots, then
click on “Settings” as shown below.
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3. On the menu on the left, click on “Privacy and security,” and
click on “Site Settings” as shown below.
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4. Scroll down and click on “Pop-ups and redirects” as shown
below.
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5. Click the radio button next to “Sites can send pop-ups and use
redirects” as shown below.
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6. You can then close the setting tab.



How to Disable Pop-Up Blocker: Edge

1. Open your Microsoft Edge browser

2. In the upper right-hand corner, click the three vertical dots, then
click on “Settings” as shown below.
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3. In the menu on the left, click on “Cookies and site permissions”
and scroll down and click on “Pop-ups and redirects” as shown

below.
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4. Click on the switch to the right of “Block (recommended)” as
shown below. (Option is turned off when the dot is on the left with a
white background. Option is turned on when the dot is on the right
with a blue background.)
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5. You can then close settings tab.



How to Disable Pop-Up Blocker: Firefox

1. Open your Firefox browser

2. In the upper right-hand corner, click the three horizontal lines, then
click on “Settings” as shown below.
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3. From the menu on the left, click on “Privacy & Security” and
scroll down to the “Permissions” area as shown below.
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4. Uncheck “Block pop-up windows” to disable the pop-up blocker
as shown below.
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5. You can then close the settings tab.



How to Disable Pop-Up Blocker: Internet
Explorer

1. Open Internet Explorer browser.
2. In the upper right-hand corner, click on the gear as shown below.
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3. then click on “internet options” as shown below.
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4. This will open an internet options dialog box as shown below,
then click on the “Privacy” tab as shown below
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5. Click on or uncheck the “Turn on Pop-up Blocker” check box as
shown below, and then click on the OK button.
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
